
Ø Micah 7:11 & 12   “That will be the day for 
rebuilding your walls…”

Ø Micah 7:10   “…where is YHWH your god?...”
Ø This hasn’t happened yet, but we are approaching it
Ø Just as the awesomeness of Heaven                             

is beyond our ability to comprehend,                              
so are the horrors of the last days



IS “THEY” OR “HE” 
RETURNING?

Ø Micah 7:11       
different Bibles say 
different things

Ø Choq = limit, decree, 
boundary, owed

Ø Christians: the decree 
(Law of Moses) is 
abolished, the Church 
possesses Israel’s 
former blessings

Ø Jews: entry into 
Israel’s golden era

Ø Christians: it is         
“He” meaning Christ

Ø Jews: it is “they” 
meaning Israelites



Ø Rebuilding your walls = Jerusalem = the Holy Land =        
the Israelites as a whole

Ø This is the reestablishment of Israel as it was               
always intended to be. The ideal Israel. A holy place.

Ø Micah 7:13  Called “transitional” by scholars
Ø Should begin with “BUT the land…”
Ø Likely means the whole earth and also Israel that suffers 

desolation, but at different points in history and time



Ø Micah 7:14  A poetic prayer
Ø Shebet = rod, staff, and a wide range of meanings
Ø Ra’ah means to pasture, feed, graze, tend
Ø Locations of Carmel (central Israel), Gilead               

(east side of the Jordan River, nation of Jordan), 
Bashan (north, Golan Heights, southern Syria)



“The flock of thine 
inheritance…”

Ø No more enemies will live 
within Israel’s borders

Ø This is reminiscent of 
David’s and Solomon’s era

Ø Jeremiah 50:17 – 20
Ø Crossing out Israel/Judah 

and putting in “Church”       
is an error

Ø Micah 7:15   God’s reply   
to Micah’s 7:14 prayer

Ø The tribes are returning;   
at first Israel resisted it



GOD WILL DECIMATE 
THE NATIONS

Ø Micah 7:16 & 17
Ø What Israel has done 

to their enemies makes 
no rational sense

Ø May 14, 1948 Israel 
becomes a nation,      
5 Arab nations       
attack and lose!

Ø 1967 Jordan, Syria, 
Egypt planning a 
surprise attack. Israel 
attacks first and wins

Ø 1973 Syria and Egypt 
launch surprise        
attack on Yom Kippur 
and lose



MIRACLES OF 
1973 WAR

Ø IDF colonel shot and     
run over by a tank

Ø Arab soldiers 
approached, but    
repelled by a bright light

Ø A voice told the colonel  
of his assignment

Ø Syrian soldiers say a 
flaming angel scared 
them off!

Ø Other miracles, but in the 
End Times even greater 
miracles will happen

Ø Enemy leaders will watch 
the attack on Israel and 
be confused as they lose!



Ø “will eat dust” is an idiom expressing humiliation
Ø Connects to Genesis 3:14
Ø Leaders emerge from their bunkers                     

trembling with fear and confusion
Ø God is a God of patterns!
Ø Micah 7:18 & 19  The character of God



Ø Exodus 15:11 – 13   Forgiveness is offered to                    
“the remnant of His heritage”

Ø God’s anger doesn’t last forever, but                                   
His compassion and love do for His people

Ø Jeremiah 50:12 – 20  Gentiles? See the Book of Romans
Ø Micah 7:20 The promises God made to Abraham,           

Isaac, and Jacob will finally happen
Ø Psalms 105: 8 – 10    God’s promises were bound                

up in His everlasting covenants to the Hebrews!
