> There are 2 primary consequences for disobedience of leaders
> 1) God will abandon the Temple

> 2) God will eject Israel from the Land

> “Your children” means Solomon’s children (dynasty)

> God says this happened BECAUSE the LEADERSHIP
disobeyed, followed other gods, disregarded the 4 conditions



> King Solomon’s wealth acquired from pagan nations!
> Israel had no valuable natural resources like gold

> King Hiram of Tyre the main source of expertise and
materials for building God’'s Temple

> Kabul does NOT mean “worthless”
> Kabul means “binding, or collateral” for a debt owed
