King had to vacate his

palace and live outside of
Jerusalem

His son, Yotam (Jotham)
took his place
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» Zecharlah became King of Israel when Uzziah was still King of
Judah

> In 6 months Zechariah was murdered by Shallum, who
became the new King of Israel

> It was during this time that Hoshea (Hosea) was prophesying
> Hoshea’s message was that exile was now unavoidable

> Levite priests of the north were the ones leading the worship of
the Golden Calf, calling the graven image YHWH !

> Kings of Israel made alliances with pagan nations, and showed
respect for their gods




END OF THE JEHU DYNASTY
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> Shallum from Yavesh-
Gilead, tribe of Gad

> 2Kings 10:30 “your
descendants down to
the 4th generation.....”

. » They were ALL wicked
kings, but the Lord kept
His promise

> Shallum but a tool to
end the Jehu dynasty,

> Shallum ruled only 1
month, murdered by
Menachem
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> Menachem used the old
northern capital city of
Tirzah to stage his attack
on Samaria and Kkill
Zechariah

> Later he attacked the
Syrian City of Tiphsach

> Committed great atrocities
by Killing unborn babies
and their mothers
