Ongoing 3-year drought
YHWH tells David it is because
of blood-guilt

Cause is Saul unjustly killing the

Gibeonites

7 men of the House of Saul
executed

Rizpah protects their bodies

David is so impressed that he
orders the remains of the 7
bodies plus those of Saul and

Jonathan to be returned to Israel

and properly buried
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Customs

ILLICIT MIXTURE

The executions of the 7 men were
NOT godly atonement for the blood-
guilt

This was an illicit mixture of God’s
laws, manmade doctrine, superstition,
paganism

Modern Judaism and Christianity are
suffering from the same iliness

David did only what was normal and
customary for his day

Had he done otherwise, David would
have met great resistance from his
people and his religious experts
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> Many have sensed that something is not quite right on our
journey with the Lord

» Something is missing, so we've pressed PAUSE

> Religious leaders, Ministers, family and friends tell us NOT to
go back to the Hebrew Scriptures, because only our religious
leaders are qualified

> David had the choice of following cultural norms and his
religious experts, or consulting God’'s Word

> Tsur = boulder, strength

THE FEAST OF
SUKKOT

> 2 most important elements are
the Sukkah and the Water
Libation

> Water Libation asks for rain

> Vs. 12 “He made choshek
His Sukkah....clouds....dense
with mayim...”

> Choshek = spiritual darkness,
like in Egypt

| - Sukkah = booth
> Mayim = water, rain
