Latter Days is a purely Hebrew
concept from the Bible

End Times and Latter Days are
not synonymous

No such term as End Times in the
Bible

Olam haba = world to come
Olam hazeh = present world

Jewish vision of the Latter Days is
different than the Christian vision




> 1) Hebrews who lived before Christ expected a
Jewish victory over the Gentile world, mainly a
change of world government from Gentile to
Hebrew.

> 2) Hebrews expected persecution in the times
leading up to their victory. They thought the era
of Antiochus Epiphanies was such an era.

> 3) Jews who lived B.C. (before Christ) lived In
the Olam Hazeh (present world) as they waited
for the Messiah and the Olam Haba (world to
come). Era of transition was the acharit-
ha'yamim (the latter days)



> 4) Messiah Yeshua came during the 1st set of
Latter Days. They didn't know there would be
2"d set of Latter Days in the future.

> 9) Since the birth of Christ both Jews and
Christians have been looking forward to a
Latter Days. The coming Latter Days will also
involve the end of the world as we know it.

> 6) Neither King Nebuchadnezzar nor Daniel
had any understanding of what was occurring
or what it would mean to mankind.

Word of God explains eternal
spiritual principles using
temporal physical examples
Symbols, metaphors,
llustrations, figurative
expressions, parables

None are meant to be taken as
precise parallels

God compared to human, like a
human to an ant

Human Marriage a
demonstration of a faithful
relationship between God and
humankind

Christ is NOT to be precisely
modeled after Levitical High
Priest, more like Melchizedek,
but only to a point

(but is not necessarily viewed
as a separate 5t Kingdom)
