REJECTION OF GOD’S OFFER MEANS
ISRAEL BECOMES COMMON

> First step is that Israel must
decide to accept or reject the
offer of relationship with God

> Rejection makes Israel just like
all other nations....it does NOT
make them cursed!

> Acceptance means NOW they
are subject to receive blessings
for obedience and curses for
violations according to the
terms of the covenant
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> Jer.31:31 “Behold....... I will make

a new covenant with the house of %

Israel and the house of Judah...”

> S0, how does a gentile (a foreigner) |
gain access to the New Covenant?

> Faith in the Jewish Messiah, Yeshual|

> When we accept that covenant, we
accept ALL of its terms, not just the
convenient ones




ONCE ACCEPTED THE ISSUE IS
OBEDIENCE OR DISOBEDIENCE

> Nothing gained or lost by
saying "‘no” to the offer

> However, once accepted
the terms are now In
effect and violating the
terms means penalties

> Deuteronomy 11
oresumes the offer HAS
Deen accepted, so now
Moses says they MUST
be obedient
