» Christians generally prefer
not to address it

The ancient cultures view
sexuality as simply part of life

Large families living in small
homes and tents did not
permit complete privacy

MODESTY was greater than
today

Human sexuality was woven
iInto the everyday life of
Hebrews

Modern translations tend to
hide Biblical sexuality.

> Ach = brother, Kinsman,
sraelite

> INACTION is not an option!

> Indifference is the OPPOSITE
of “love your neighbor”

people, expounding on the laws

TRANSVESTISM

> Words of vs. 5 are “things
pertaining to” a man or
woman....NOT only clothing

> Refers to weapons, jewelry,
nairstyles, garments

> Issue is of taking on the
characteristics of the opposite sex

> Appearance, roles, clothing

> Gal. 3 “...there is no male and
no female..”

> Referring to STATUS before God,
not the end of gender identification

> Another law demonstrating
“true religion”

> Humanitarian concerns

extend from domestic to
WILD animals

> Economic value is
secondary

> Also speaks to parent/child
relationship

> |s fashioned after the 5th
Commandment, Honor
Father and Mother

> Parapet is a balcony e s
railing along the edge FEEEREEEF = 145
of the roof

> The roof was just
another “floor” of the
house e

> If a person fell of a roof
that had no railing, the &
owner would bare
bloodguilt

> Negligent homicide
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ILLICIT MIXTURES

ILLICIT = unlawful, unauthorized,
not approved

An Illicit mixture Is the creation of Wool T Linen
a UNION that must never be
permitted

1) Farmer not to sow 2 kinds of
seed together

2) Ox and Donkey not to be yoked
together

3) Clothing not to be made from 2
kinds of thread (Linen and wool)

These laws are repeats and
extensions of Leviticus 19:19

Kilayim = two Kinds

> Nothing inherently evil in
planting 2 different kinds of
seeds together, in 2
different kinds of thread to
make a cloth, in 2 different
Kinds of animals being
yoked together
