DIFFERENT PURPOSES

> Newest covenant at Mt. Sinai
did NOT replace the older
covenant with Abraham

> Conditional = bilateral, mutual

» Unconditional = unilateral

> Abrahamic Covenant
established the “line of
promise”

> Everything BEFORE the
covenant at Mt. Sinai were
PROMISES
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> Exodus is a saga

> Only events that illustrated divine principles were
recorded

> Not typical secular history

> From end of Genesis to beginning of Exodus Is about
350 years
