> Moses was the final authority



ISRAEL’S FIRST JUDICIAL SYSTEM
SET-UP BY A NON-HEBREW

> Yitro Is credited as the inventor of the first
Hebrew justice system

> The system was purely SECULAR, and did
not iInvolve the Priests or Levites

> The judges were common men, taken from
“all the people”, regardless of social status

> The system was NOT ordained by God, it was
a human institution with a democratic bent

> The judiciary convened regularly,
not “as needed”

> Israel was now well organized

> Provided with food and water
supernaturally

Given victory over Amalek

GOD MAKES A DISTINCTION
BETWEEN ISRAEL AND
EVERYONE ELSE
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> Unprecedented relationship
between “a god” and man

> Abrahamic Covenant was
more like a PROMISE

> Mt. Sinai Covenant would be
fundamentally different, as
Israel had OBLIGATIONS

> Suzerain; an agreement
between UN-equals

> Neither covenant precisely fits
the mold of human covenants
of that era

A NEW COVENANT?!

> Israel currently operating under
the Abrahamic Covenant

> Given to Abraham 600 years earlier

> This NEW Covenant did NOT replace
the earlier covenant

> The Abrahamic Covenant promised
Abraham’s promised line:

* Their own land

* Grow into enormous population

* Through them world would be blessed
* They would be exceedingly fruitful
