» Pentecost is Greek for
“50 days”

> Shavuot/Pentecost is 50
days AFTER Firstfruits

> Occurs on the 6t day
of the month of Sivan

> This is a Pilgrimage festival

> Pentecost was NOT a new
noliday begun when the
Holy Spirit descended




MIRACLE OF “TONGUES”
ON PENTECOST

> Holy Spirit descended on
Believing Jews who were
In Jerusalem for Shavuot

> Only 10% of world’s Jews
lived in the Holy Land ’

> Cannot start a fire
> Fire is a transforming force of nature

> The ONLY use of fire acceptable
was for sacrificing

> THE SABBATH SETS UP THIS GOD
PRINCIPLE: “We are to rest in, and
depend on, the finished work of God”



OUR EFFORTS (WORKS)
PROFANE GOD’S PROVISION

> The Sabbath was to be Israel’'s HOLINESS
> Yeshua is the Believer's HOLINESS

> Sabbath rest and Christ's rest are
one In the same

> One did NOT end or abolish the need
for the other

EX. 36:
PRINCIPLES OF CONTRIBUTION

> SO0 much was given, Moses had to call
for a halt to contributions!

> God instructed Moses to collect ONLY
what was NEEDED...not more.

> A GOD PRINCIPLE: OUR WORK AND
OUR CONTRIBUTIONS ARE TO BE
SPECIFICALLY LED BY GOD,
OTHERWISE THEY ARE WORTHLESS

> Jews see contributing money as “frozen work”
