GENESIS CHAPTER 3:
THE STORY OF THE FALL OF MAN
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NOT a wild or domestic
animal, it was a different
category of creature

> The Serpent could have
been Satan’s attempt to
counterfeit LIFE!

> Serpent at first was 7”7 S ——— 2\
allowed inside the
Garden
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VS.3 THE BIG LIE

> The serpent says “....it is NOT true that
you will surely die....”

> Satan cast out of Garden, a parallel to when
he was cast out of Heaven

> 1st Cast down to Earth (Adam-ah), later cast
out of Garden to crawl in the dust (adam-ah)

> This event of Adam and Even eating of the
Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil is called
The Fall of Man, The Fall from Grace, The
Fall



CHRISTIANITY AND JUDAISM SEE
“THE FALL” DIFFERENTLY

> CHRISTIANITY sees the Fall as
that time when Evil entered the
world and man

» Judaism sees the Fall as a kind
of liberation, whereby choice
became available to mankind

1) Man could choose to love and
obey, or not

2) Man could find his own path to
“‘salvation™

> Judaism also sees salvation as a
national Issue, not about a
personal restoration to God




VS. 8 GOD WALKING IN THE
GARDEN

> QUESTION: Was God PHYSICALLY walking
In the Garden?

> Does God “jump for joy
sword"™?

> Christians generally think of Jesus whenever a
physical manifestation of God is spoken of

> Maimonides, 12t century AD says:

“....then all words connected to this in the
Torah and in the Prophets....are figures of
speech....”
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, 'weep tears”, "swing a



GOD IS SPIRIT

> “.....the sages of old said that the Torah is
phrased in OUR TERMS....

> “.....these phrases are in line with the level
of understanding of people who can ONLY
comprehend physical existence...... ”

> GOD IS NOT A MAN!

> Yeshua was a specific man, born to a specific
woman, in a specific time

> He was 100% God AND 100% man, not 50/50
