LOT CHANGES HIS MIND
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THE DESTRUCTION
OF SODOM

> Bible gives only a brief
account of the cataclysm

> We're told destruction
came from the sky

> Brimstone = sulfur

> Burning Sulfur used to
destroy city’'s garbage dumps
> Fire is symbolic of purging evil
and refining precious metals

> Bible’s main point is the
CAUSE for the destruction,
not the details of it




> Lot’s wife told she should“not (be) looking back”
> A Hebrew idiom meaning “to dally or hesitate”
» Lot’s wife suffered the same fate as Sodom

» Wording of story possibly a redaction, oldest traditions
do NOT support the “pillar of salt” idea



> Did Abraham believe Lot had been saved?

> In Abraham’s bargaining session,
Lot was not mentioned

> The HOPE was that Lot had remained “righteous”
~ Abraham “prayed" for the survival of the righteous
