> Earlier chapters laid out the
rules of the Priesthood, but
they had not yet been
established

‘> Exodus 20 through Lev. 7
has given us a PRECISE
socletal structure

> An EXACT carrying out of
God's instructions were
required




WHY THE INORDINATE
ATTENTION TO DETAIL IN THE
TORAH?

>

> Calvin: * Since God prefers obedience
to sacrifice.....might learn to observe

PRECISELY...... whatever the Law
commanded....”

> In modern terms: Man doesn’t know how
to properly worship God, or live life,
without detailed instructions from Yahweh




MATT.5:17 “Do not think | have
come to destroy the Law....”

Fulfill n Greek “pleroo”
means to fill with meaning, -
make abundant, bring to fullest i -Sw
intent \ATL
Jesus tells us to 1) bury the
idea that the Torah is obsolete,

and 2) be careful in our "
worship and lives to obey God

The principles and commands
of God are found in the Torah

Jesus is “the Word”. The
WHOLE Bible is “the Word".
Yeshua gave us the Torah.

> Yeshua saves. The Torah defines obedience.
These are separate issues.

> Purpose of Sacrifice is...... ATONEMENT!
