> Real name was
Joseph Ben Mattatias

> Born a Jew

> Educated by Pharisees

» Commander of Jewish rebel
forces in the Galilee |

> Captured, then gave his loyalty
to Rome |
> Many Messianic Jews fled

because they felt they were
obeying Yeshua's warning

> Matt. 24:15 — 21

> Other Jews saw this as
treason and cowardice

JERUSALEM LAID WASTE

> Jerusalem no longer a viable city

> Many thought the Apocalypse had happened

Hadrian wanted to end the multi-
cultural Roman Empire and unify
it to a single culture: Greek

131 A.D. Circumcision, Shabbat,
Jewish Festivals, teaching of
Jewish Law prohibited

Judea’s name changed to
Palestine

Palestine is Greek for Philistine

Jerusalem’s name changed to
Aelia Capitolina

The goal was to demoralize the
Jews
